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EU Settlement Scheme – Staff Information Letter

Dear EU Member of Staff,

If you are an EU citizen and want to stay in the UK beyond 31 December 2020, you will need to apply to the EU Settlement Scheme.

From 29 November until 21 December 2018, a three-week pilot will run for the education, health, and social care sectors. There is no obligation for EU citizens within organisations to participate at this stage, however, if they do, they will obtain their pre-settled status or settled status ahead of when the scheme opens fully in March 2019. Please note the pilots are only applicable to EU staff and not their families. Family members will be able to apply for their status from 30 March. 

How we can help you

The Trust is supporting EU staff who are eligible to apply for settled status in the following ways:

1) Enabling you to complete your online application using an android tablet 

2) Taking an electronic photograph of you to upload with your application 

3) Paying your £65 application fee at the point of your application

These documents explain what the scheme is, who is eligible and what items you need to have with you when submitting an application.   

Eligibility
Staff will only be able to take part in the pilot if they are:

· an EU citizen and have a valid biometric passport (this is an e-passport which has a digital chip); or

· a non-EU family member of an EU citizen and have a biometric residence card with ‘EU Right to Reside’ on the back, which you applied for on or after 6 April 2015

Irish citizens enjoy a right of residence in the UK that is not reliant on the UK’s membership of the EU. They will not be required to apply for status under the EU Settlement Scheme, but may do so if they wish. For more information on who can apply to this pilot, visit GOV.UK.

Staff eligible to apply to the EU Settlement Scheme pilot will need to complete a short and simple online application form to:

· prove their identity;

· show they live in the UK; and

· declare any serious criminal convictions.
