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Referral for inpatient Covid-19 vaccination
We now have supplies of Pfizer vaccine available within UHD which allows us to offer Covid vaccination to patients who are eligible. This is particularly important for those who have been longstanding inpatients and for those who are likely to have difficulties accessing vaccination on discharge. The local PCNs have an outreach programme into Care Homes and for those who are housebound. However, ensuring full vaccination of our population is increasingly important.

The current vaccination schedule for all adults over the age of 18 is:
· Primary course of two doses of vaccine (Pfizer/Moderna or Astra Zeneca) 8 weeks apart with a booster dose 3 months after their second dose

· For those with immunosuppression at the time of their core vaccination or who are on immunosuppressive medication a third primary dose is given. This is given at 8 weeks or 2 weeks beyond any period of immunosuppression. A booster 4th dose is then given three months later
